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Title IV Federal Student Aid Authorization

Title IV funds are federal funds that are used to pay expenses including tuition, fees, room and
board. Federal regulations require that any Title IV funds in excess of these charges must be
refunded to the student within 14 days of the credit balance being created.

However, the University of Dayton can receive authorization from the student to apply these
funds for other charges (such as health center fees and interest charges, etc.). Federal Title IV
funds consist of the Federal Pell Grant, Federal SEOG Grant, Federal Direct Loans, Federal
Perkins Loans, Federal PLUS loan and the Federal TEACH Grant. In addition, the University of
Dayton can receive authorization to apply excess Title IV funds to prior year educationally-
related charges for up to $200.
